“Ula Ukum” is a small waterpond/swamp nearby Kali Batin River on Kuala Penet Subsection.  
Many information of WWD sighting in Ula Ukum from rangers (during their patrolling activities), even from villagers 
(during their fishing activites) say that they saw 2 WWD perching or flying by on Ula Ukum. 
Therefor we decide to make a WWD observation on Ula Ukum, as one of WWD distribution site. 
 
There are a possibility that 2 WWD we observed go out to village (on paddy/rice farm) are coming from this area.

HABITAT CONDITION 

   
Ula Ukum area has two form of water habitat: a waterpond with around 5000m² size, and a riparian/small river stream. 
Both habitat are secondary forest with younger vegetation than the one we find In Ulung-Ulung and Rawa Gajah 
In General,  this habitat seems a lot similar with habitat in Ulung-Ulung, only with younger vegetation condition. 
There is a possibility that WWD use this area for resting, forage, even breeding. 
In this dry season, water level in Ula Ukum still higher than Ulung-Ulung and Rawa Gajah. 

   



ILLEGAL ACTIVITIES 

   
From 4 days we spend on Ula Ukum, everyday illegal fisher keep coming to this area or passing through. 
We sent home (ask them to go back) every illegal fisher we met. 
This high intensity of illegal fishing, similar with condition we find in ‘Babakan Bambang’ , which also in Kula Penet Subsection. 
A group of two to four man carry many fishing stick/snare, in their effort to catch as many fishes as they can. 

  

 



TRAPS AND ANIMALS PART FOUND 

    
On the second day of the survey, we found one unit of Trap (use to catch monitor lizard), and two ‘wild boar guts’ (inside part of wild boar) 
Unfortunately we wasn’t able to catch the people who set this and has slay the wild boar 
During our survey, there was a little intensity of animal direct encounter, indicating the high intensity of poaching. 

   



DESTROYING ILLEGAL FISHER CAMP 

       
We destroy 3 abandon illegal fisher camps, and burn plastic thrash around their camps. 
We also clear up all fishing stick/snare we found on the waterpond/swamp, and destroy it.

Only two records of WWD we gain in Ula Ukum 
- The first was a WWD sound/calling during flight on 06.10 pm on the third day of the survey 
- The second was two WWD sight flying on 06.30 am on the fourth day of the survey 

 
Located  not too far from NP border (2-3 km), Ula Ukum has suffer from high intensity of illegal activities (illegal fishing and poaching), this condition more or less similar to the condition in 
Babakan Bambang which also known to have  population of WWD.
